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Conyned Space

A conyned space is deyned as a space that
is large enough for an employee to enter and
perform work; contains limited openings
for entry and exit and is not designed for
continuous employee occupancy. Conyned
spaces are not limited to the manufactur-
ing or construction industries. Even public
spaces such as shopping malls contain large
water features and waterfalls that have
underground pump vaults or pits that pres-
ent spaces with lack of adequate ventilation,
exposure to chlorine gas and oxygen deple-
tion. Any site that contains spaces that are
difycult to enter and exit or would present
challenges for rescue workers to extract a
trapped employee is
a conyned space.

Conyned spaces are
classified either as
non-permit conyned
spaces or as permit-
required confined
spaces. Non-permit
confined spaces do
not contain and do
not have the poten-
tial to contain any
atmospheric hazard
capable of caus-
ing death or serious
harm. Permit-required conyned spaces do
contain or do have the potential to contain
hazardous atmospheric conditions. They
may contain materials that have the potential
for engulyng the entrant, such as liquid, soil,
or grain. Other recognized serious safety or
health hazards create permit-required con-
yned spaces, such as unsafe temperatures,
electrical shock or corrosive materials.

Permit-required conyned spaces may be

classiyed as non-permit conyned spaces by
controlling hazards. Conyned space hazard
controls include ventilation to improve
atmospheric conditions, removing physical
hazards, supplying proper personal protec-
tive equipment, communication and training/
education programs for employees who work
in conyned spaces. If a permit-required con-
yned space can be modiyed to non-permit
status, the space must be continually moni-
tored to ensure the conditions do not change.
This is one of the greatest dangers when
working around and in conyned spaces. A
space that was safe to enter yesterday may
be dangerous today.

Cal/OSHA does
not supply con-
yned space entry
permits. Indi-
vidual employ-
ers must pre-
pare documents
designed to be
used as a check-
list to document
the completions
of all steps nec-
essary to prepare
for safe entry and
work in a con-
yned space. Entry supervisors sign entry
permits to ensure acceptable conditions have
been attained and the permits must be posted
near the conyned space entry for entrants to
verify that pre-entry procedures have been
completed.

Before entering any conyned space, please
refer to current Cal/OSHA regulations appli-
cable to your particular industry.
